EQUIPMENT LIST.

Some sample Scouts Own programs (plus any extra bks)

Songbooks

Torch with good beam for “Spotlight”

Paper Mache Masks - 
Balloons

Newspaper  (for protecting tables etc)

Newspaper – LOTS – torn into 3cm wide strips

Paint & brushes

Sissors (to cut out mask holes etc)

GLUE – To make - 1 part flour, 2 parts water – mix very well),

Tubs for Glue

Clay tile -

Clay or air-dry clay




Gumnuts, twigs, leaves etc – cubs to find on the day.




A plastic/party bowl or side-plate per cub

Mobile

Wire coathangers (or dowel lengths etc) (abt 20)



Sidecutters (for cutting coathangers as required)

Fishing line or string

Wood glue (dab on string/wire joins to assist holding in place)



Cardboard/pictures to cut out or other items to hang (mini toys?)

Clay tile:

Air dry clay – ($25 for 500gms??) – takes 24hrs to dry

Press clay about 8mm deep in plastic dish

Using a skewer, place two holes at “1 o’clock & 11 o’clock” positions for hanging string

Use gumnets etc to create patterns as desired.

When dry (24hrs) , remove from plate, and add string at top (abt 30cm length req’d)

Mobile - 

Using a coathanger, string/fishing line and cardboard, make your mobile.

Masks –

Tear paper into 3cm wide strips

Coat each strip in glue as you use it, and place onto your balloon.

Smooth out lumps/bubbles etc as you go.

Only just over half the balloon needs to be covered, unless you plan to make a full-head mask.
If possible, have plain/white paper available for the final layer (Not printer paper, old computer paper or (thick) tissue-wrap (NOT tissues) 

You will need at least 4-6 layers of paper – criss-crossed as you go for strength

When dry, pop the balloon, remove any leftover balloon bits, then trim edges, make eye and mouth holes, then paint as desired.
